VERY SMALL BUSINESS SET‑ASIDE (52.219‑5) (JUNE 2003)—ALTERNATE II (JUNE 2003)

(a) Definition.  “Very Small Business Concern,” as used in this clause, means a concern whose headquarters is located within the geographical area served by a designated SBA district (see CFR 125.7(b)); which, together with its affiliates, has no more than 15 employees and has average annual receipts that do not exceed $1 million.

(b) Eligibility. (1) Only those firms headquartered in the ---------------------- Small Business Administration (SBA) district [Contracting Officer shall insert the applicable SBA district.  If the geographic area is served by the SBA Los Angeles or Santa 

Ana District offices, list both] are eligible for this acquisition.

(2) Offers or quotations under this acquisition are solicited from very small business concerns only.  Offers that are from other than an eligible very small business concern shall not be considered and shall be rejected.  The offeror represents that it is an eligible very small business concern by submission of an offer or quotation.

(c) Agreement.  A very small business concern submitting an offer in its own name shall furnish, in performing the contract, only end items manufactured or produced by domestic firms in the United States or its outlying areas.

(End of clause)
